Gov Adds Prowers, Otero and Crowley 4 \
Counties for Disaster Emergency

Gov. Hickenlooper Declares Disaster Emergency for Additional
Eight Colorado Counties

DENVER — Wednesday, Oct. 9, 2013 — Gov. John Hicken-
looper signed an Executive Order to declare a disaster emergency due
to the flooding for an additional eight counties: Chaffee, Crowley,
Gilpin, Lake, Lincoln, Otero, Park and Prowers. There are now a total
of 24 counties included in the disaster declaration.

The executive order states:

“As a result of the historic flooding this September, eight people
were killed, one person is still missing, 218 people were injured and
over 18,000 people were forced to leave their homes. Damage to
property has been widespread and extensive: 1,882 homes have been
destroyed and FEMA estimates that over 26,000 households are di-
rectly affected by the flooding. As of Oct. 6,2013, 23,078 households
have registered with FEMA.

“The Colorado Department of Transportation, with assistance of
the National Guard of Colorado, the National Guard of other states
and local jurisdictions, has made record setting progress in repairing
highways, roads, and bridges. Nevertheless, communities continue
to be isolated, residents remain displaced, and many local business-
es are shuttered or struggling. Three water treatment facilities and
four wastewater treatment facilities are still not operating, with over
twenty of each needing some type of repair and/or restoration. This
does not include the miles of water and wastewater lines that need
repair or replacement. As the state continues to realize the magnitude
of this disaster, additional counties require state assistance to recover
and rebuild.”

The counties previously included in the disaster declaration are:
Adams, Arapahoe, Boulder, Broomfield, Clear Creek, Denver, El
Paso, Fremont, Jefferson, Larimer, Logan, Morgan, Pueblo, Sedg-
wick, Washington and Weld. \

Bids may be held by City of Lamar for a period not to exceed 90 calendar days from the date of the bid opening for the

purposc of evaluating bids prior to award of contract.
The righr 1s reserved, as City of Lamar mav require, to reject any and all bids and to waive any informaliry in the bids received.

Bid Bond. Guarantee will be required with cach bid as a cerdified check on a solvenr bank or a bid bond in the amounr of
five (5) percent of the total amount of the bid, made pavable to the City of Lamar.

Performance & Payment Bond. The successtul bidder will be required 1o furnish separate performance and pavment bonds
cach in an amount equal ro 100" of the conrrace price.

Airport and Airway Improvement Act of 1982, In accordance with the Davis-Bacon Acr, as amended, the Conrracror will
be required to comply with the wage and labor requirements and ro pay minimum wages in accordance with the schedule of
wage rates established by the United States Department of Labor.

Non-Segregated Facilities. The successtul bidder will be required ro submir a certification of Non-segregated Facilides and
to notify prospective subcontractors of the requirement for such a certification where the subcontract exceeds $10,000,

Equal Employment Opportunity. The proposed contract is under and subjecr ro Exccutive Order 11246 of Seprember 24,
1965, as amended, and ro the equal opporrunine clause and the Srandard Federal Equal Employment Opportunity
Construction Contract specificarions including rhe goals and timerables for minority and female partdcipadon.

DBE Requirement. I'he bidder shall make good faith etforts, as defined in Appendix A of 49 CIR Part 26, Regulations of
the Oftice of the Seercrary of Transportation, to subcontract 3.00 percent of the dollar value of the prime contract 1o small
business concerns owned and controlled by socially and cconomically disadvantaged individuals (DBE). In the evene tha the
bidder for this solicitation qualifies as a DBE, the contract goal shall be deemed to have been met.  Individuals who are
rebutrably presumed ro be socially and economically disadvantaged include, women, Black Americans, Flispanic Americans,
Native Americans, Asian-Pacific Americans, and Asitan-Indian Americans.  The apparent successful competitor will be
required to submit information concerning the DBIYs that will partcipare in this contract.  The information will include the
name and address of cach DBE, a descriprion of the work to be performed by cach named firm, and the dollar value of the
contract.  If the bidder fails to achieve the contract goal stated herein, it will be required to provide documentation
demonstrating that it made good faith efforts in attempring to do so. A bid that tails to meet these requirements will be

considered non-responsive.
